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1. Open Internet Explorer by double clicking on the             icon on your desktop.

2. In the address bar type: http://www.library.nhs.uk Press the enter key and the website will be loaded.

3. To use the resources on the National Library for Health you will need an Athens password.  As an NHS employee you are eligible to apply for one of these – all you need is a current e-mail address.  If you are unsure as to your status, check with the library who can advise.  
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Select REGISTER FOR ATHENS to take you through to the registration procedure for ATHENS.  Once you have acquired a username and password, select LOGIN to proceed to the RESOURCES.

Resources available

Books, Journals and Bibliographic databases: including Medline, Embase, British Nursing Index an increasing number of e-books and full text journals
Evidence based reviews: including Bandolier, Cochrane Library and Clinical Knowledge Summaries

Step 1:  Click on the database that you wish to search for example ‘Medline’.









Step 4:  Enter your search terms 

in the box and set limits if these are 

relevant to your query.  Then search.

Selecting references

Click on show titles to view the references.


If there is a link to the full journal article you will see this message: Full text available at…  

Or, if the article is available in the library you will see the message: Full text available at the Blackpool, Fylde and Wyre Health Library.  You will then be able to come into the library to read or make a copy of the article.

Even if the full article is not available online, you will usually find a link to a detailed abstract.  

Select the references you wish to keep, by clicking in the box next to them.  Or, you may select all if you wish.

Emailing your results

Having selected your references, you may wish to click on email to send to yourself.

You can include your search strategy if you wish.








Print or save your results

Select display and then choose either print screen or save.

When saving, you will see a file download box.  Click on save.  You will be able to choose where to save the file and what to call it.

To print saved records later, you will be able to open the file, then go to file and print in the usual way.
